WHEREAS, 9-1-1 is nationally recognized as the number to call in an emergency to receive
immediate help from police, fire, emergency medical services, or other appropriate
emergency response entities; and

WHEREAS, the ENHANCE 911 Act of 2004 (Public Law 108-494) established enhanced
9-1-1 as a high national priority as part of our Nation's homeland security and public safety;

WHEREAS, people of all ages use 9-1-1, and it is critical to educate the public of all ages on
the proper use of 9-1-1; and

WHEREAS, a growing segment of the population, including the deaf, hard of hearing, deaf-
blind, and individuals with speech disabilities increasingly communicate with nontraditional
text, video and instant messaging communications services and anticipate that these
services will be able to connect directly to 9-1-1; and

WHEREAS, thousands of 9-1-1 calls are made every year by children properly trained on the
use of 9-1-1, resulting in lives saved which underscores the critical importance of training
children early in life about 9-1-1; and

WHEREAS, there is widespread misuse of the 9-1-1 system, including prank and non-
emergency calls, which can result in costly and inefficient use of 9-1-1 and emergency
response resources.

CIRCUMSTANCES OF VETERANS AND THEIR FAMILIES; RECOGNIZING THE
SERVICE AND CONTRIBUTIONS OF VETERANS AND THEIR FAMILIES;
RECOGNIZING THE IMPORTANCE OF MAINTAINING AND PRESERVING THE
HISTORY, PARKS AND MEMORIALS FOR OUR VETERANS, THEIR FAMILIES AND
THE COMMUNITY; SUPPORTING THE DEVELOPMENT OF A VETERANS SUPPORT
GROUP; REPEAL PREVIOUS ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN
CONFLICT WITH THIS ORDINANCE; PROVIDING SEVERABILITY CLAUSE;
EFFECTIVE DATE AND OPEN MEETING CLAUSES; AND PROVIDING FOR
RELATED MATTERS.

WHEREAS, the City Commission (the “City Commission”) of the City of Ranger, Texas
(the “City”) values the contributions and experience of the military veterans and their
families within the City who have dutifully served their country;

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City recognizes the importance of maintaining
and preserving the history, parks and memorials for our veterans, their families, and the
community;

WHEREAS, the City Commission of the City recognizes that the veteran community faces
unique needs and circumstances;

WHEREAS; the City Commission of the City desires to establish a Veterans Commission
to advise the City Commission on matters related to the veteran community and their
families, increase visibility of veterans and veterans’- issues within the City, increase
community engagement by and for veterans, inform the veteran community and their
families of available services, programs, and resources, advocate for issues important to
veterans, and participate in the planning of the City’s annual Veterans and patriotic
events.

WHEREAS, the City Commission has the power and authority to create boards and
commissions.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF
RANGER, TEXAS THAT:

SECTION 1. Findings

That the above premises and findings of fact are found to be true and correct and are
incorporated in the body of the ordinance as if copied in their entirety.

SECTION 2. Created.

The City Commission of the City creates and establishes the Commission on Veterans
Affairs (the, “Commission on Veterans Affairs”) to serve as an advisory board to the City
Commission concerning the well-being of military veterans and to maintain the rich
heritage of the City’s service members, veterans, and military families’ contributions to
our country and the community.
