WHEREAS, state law authorizes a municipality to either appoint or elect a municipal judge for a term of office, the
Ranger Municipal Court is a state court and its judges are members of the state judiciary;

WHEREAS, the procedures for the Ranger Municipal Court operations are set forth in the Texas Code of Criminal
Procedure and other laws of the State of Texas;

WHEREAS, the City of Ranger is committed to the notion that our legal system is based on the principle that an
independent, fair, and competent judiciary will interpret and apply the laws that govern us and that judges and court
personnel should comply with the law and act in a manner that promotes public confidence in the integrity and
impartiality of the judiciary;

WHEREAS, Ranger Municipal Judges are not policy makers for the City of Ranger but are bound by the law and
the Canons of Judicial Conduct and are required to make decisions independent of the governing body of the City
Council, city officials, and employees;

The Texas Legislature does not set the amount of your local taxes. Your property tax burden is decided by your locally elected officials, and all inquiries concerning your
taxes should be directed to those officials.

If you qualified your home for an age 65 or older or disabled person homestead exemption for school taxes, the school taxes on that property cannot increase as long
as you own and live in that home. The tax ceiling is the amount you pay in that year that you qualified for the age 65 or older or disabled person exemption. The school
taxes on your home may not go above the amount of the ceiling, unless you improve the home (other than normal repairs or maintenance).

Enclosed are copies of the following documents published by the Texas Comptroller of Public Accounts: (1) Property Taxpayer Remedies; and (2) notice of protest. The
Appraisal Review Board will begin hearing protests at a date/time yet to be determined. To file a protest, complete the notice of protest form by following the
instructions included on the form and, no later than 05/31/2022, mail or deliver the form to the appraisal review board at the following address: PO Box 914, Eastland, TX
76448.

Property owners who file a notice of protest with the appraisal review board (ARB) may request an informal conference with the appraisal district to attempt to resolve a
dispute prior to a formal ARB hearing. In counties with populations of 1 million or more, property owners may request an ARB special panel for certain property protests.
