MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF

RANGER ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION, TYPE A
November 2, 2020
REDC President Gerald Gunstanson called the meeting to order at 5:31 p.m. at  Ranger City Hall,, located at 400 W. Main St., Ranger, Texas. Members present were: Gerald Gunstanson, Dr. William Campion, Robert Butler, Traci McCarty, and Diana McCullough. Jack Blackwell connected on speaker phone. Absent: Roseatta Stephens.  Also in attendance, Nelda Rodgers, Ed Violet, Margarita Williams, & Larry Wilhelm.
Robert Butler led the prayer for Ranger, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
During the opportunity for public comment, Nelda Rodgers praised the new Boom Town Market located near the Ranger Historical Library at 1507 Loop 254 West. Nelda said that she’d made more money in ONE MONTH than she had in nine years in Ranger. Larry Wilhelm also introduced himself and spoke of economic development opportunities and grants.
Dr. Campion made the motion to accept the Minutes of September 21, 2020, seconded by Robert Butler. Motion passed.
Robert Butler made the motion to approve the Financial Statement dated 9/1/20 – 10/31/20, seconded by Dr. Campion. Motion passed.

After a brief discussion, Traci McCarty made a motion in favor of our TMCN (Texas Midwest Community Network) affiliation, seconded by Robert Butler. The “One Invoice” lists $200 for Membership, $925 for one page in the Travel Guide, $45 each for five participants in this year’s TMCN “virtual” conference ($225) less a 10% discount for a total of $1,215.00. All ayes, Motion carried.
Robert Butler made a motion that he and Traci McCarty work together to review and make recommendations, if any, for updates to the REDC-A Bylaws. Traci McCarty emphasized that she was best with “data”. Motion was seconded by Dr. Campion. Motion carried.

After Robert Butler’s power point presentation, Traci McCarty made a motion, seconded by Diana McCullough, to work towards adding a REDC-A page to the City of Ranger’s website. All in favor, motion carried.

After a discussion to develop a “Guide to Opening a Business in Ranger, Texas”, Dr. Campion made a motion to take “No Action” but to continue the study of this issue and revisit this item in the next meeting. Motion was seconded by Diana McCullough, and motion carried.

Diana McCullough made a motion, seconded by Traci McCarty, to extend the Interim President term of Gerald Gunstanson. Motion carried.

At this point, at 6:24 PM, the Board convened into Executive Session,  in accordance to §551.071, §551.087 and §551.072,  pertaining to the Garner Building located at 308 West Main Street, Eastland County, Ranger Texas also known as Parcel ID #12665.
The Board reconvened into Open Session at 6:47 PM. Diana McCullough made the motion, seconded by Robert Butler to take No Action at this time. Motion passed.

Considering EDC Billboards for Ranger, Dr. Campion made the motion that Robert Butler and Gerald Gunstanson research options, motion was seconded by Diana McCullough. Motion passed.

During an opportunity for public announcements made by individual board members, December 7th was announced as the next date for a REDC meeting.

Traci McCarty made the motion to adjourn meeting at 6:53, seconded by Robert Butler.
